Key things to remember:
Rio de Janeiro – natural increase has led to growth, not just migration. Many migrants perceive a better quality of life in the city, but they don’t often find it. Understand the problems in depth and know three solutions.

Nike – learn where it operates and why and what impacts Nike has on host nations (the countries where it has it’s factories). Consider the allegations about child labour.

Oxford – try to draw a very simple, annotated sketch map to show the scheme.

St Albans waste – know the problems (especially for the future) – lack of landfill sites etc. Possible solutions and things the Council is trying to do to limit the problem.

Birmingham – make sure that your answer is focussed upon the question (if it is only about the urban fringe, only write about this). Know why many businesses were attracted to the fringe (edge of city) and what the CBD has done to encourage business and people back into the centre – The Bull Ring etc.
