Year 12 French Work Experience – Sunday 15th November – Saturday 21st November 2009
We have now been successfully operating the Work Experience programme for five years.  A member of staff will accompany students to stay at a residential centre in Brittany called the ‘Moulin de Kergoual’. Placements would be in commercial, professional and industrial settings and each individual placement would take into consideration the student’s ability and confidence in French, interests, future career goals and degree of maturity. Please note that placements will be confirmed close to the time of our departure. The centre is accredited by the French Chamber of Commerce and the organisers, Alan and Hélène Line, have close working relationships with the firms they use for work experience. In previous years students have had an extremely successful week and the centre comes highly recommended. This is an invaluable opportunity to help towards studies at IB or A2.

Full board accommodation, travel between the UK and France, French work experience insurance and the use of educational and recreational facilities are all included. Transfers to the UK airport are to be arranged independently. The full cost of the visit will be between £590 and £650 (depending on numbers), due as follows:

First payment           £100 (non-refundable deposit)          due by Friday 11th September

Balance (between £490 and £550)                                   due by Wednesday 14th October
The total cost consists of a charge for board and lodging as well as a voluntary contribution for transport.  If insufficient pupils are prepared to pay the total cost including the voluntary contribution, the trip may have to be cancelled for all pupils.  If you are entitled to financial support please contact the school in confidence before applying for the trip.  I should be grateful if you would complete the reply slip and return it to the appropriate box outside the Finance Office by Friday 11th September, cheques to be made payable to Beaumont School. You can send your money or cheque in a sealed envelope with your son/daughter’s name, form and title of the trip clearly written on it. 
We are happy to accept smaller instalments or to discuss a different schedule for parents who may find these dates difficult – please contact the Finance Office in confidence to discuss.  Could I also ask you to note that School Tour Operators do not differ form other travel companies with regards to cancellations and that cancellation fees may apply. I would like to draw your attention to the school Trips and Visits Policy, which requires that pupils participating in school visits have a good record of behaviour at school.

If the trip is oversubscribed and it proves necessary to create a selection process, places will be allocated by lottery.  In the event of your son/daughter not getting a place, the deposit will of course not be processed. As places may be limited, it is important that the deadline is met.  
We have many more details which we will be sending out but do not hesitate to phone if you have any questions. Students will need their own passports and EHIC medical card. Please advise us if your child does not have an EU passport.
