Year 11 GCSE History Visit –‘Jack the Ripper Walk’ – Tuesday 15th December 2009
The History Department is organising a visit for Year 11 GCSE students. The visit involves participating in a guided walk of the sites of the Jack the Ripper murders, which took place in London in 1888. The walk is organised and led by Discovery Tours and Events Ltd, a company with many years’ experience in this field.

The visit will directly link to, and help to enhance the GCSE History coursework assignment on Jack the Ripper which students will be working on later in Year 11.  Travel will be by coach. Students should arrive at school and register with their form at 8.30 am as usual. We aim to arrive back at Beaumont by 3.30 pm.  Students should wear school uniform and bring a packed lunch.
The cost of the trip will be £17.50 which covers travel expenses and the guided walk.
