Dear Parents, 
 
Year 11 will no doubt be a testing one for your son/daughter as well as parents, brothers and sisters.  The demands of homework, 
coursework, revision, mock exams and next summer the real thing, can be stressful for students which in turn can have 
implications for relationships at home and in school.

.   Your son/ daughter will be receiving a revision pack to help them prepare for the mocks and I encourage them to take these 

exams seriously and spend time looking back over material/topics they have covered so far in Years 10 and 11.   
 
Short blocks of time, 20-25 minutes, with breaks in between can be a very effective way of revising with note making of the key 
points in a way that best suits each student.  Time spent revising for the mock exams will not be wasted and every opportunity to 
look back at material will help students become very familiar with it. 
 
Can I also ask that you continue the regular weekly look at your son/daughter’s homework planner to see how things are going.  It 
will be very rarely in Year 11 that your son/daughter will not be set homework so if you have any doubts whether homework is or 
isn’t being set in a particular subject please do make contact. 
 
Throughout the examination period students must attend in full school uniform.  When they do not have examinations, they will be 
allowed to study at home.  The games activities for this period will not take place.
