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Year 8 Cross Curricular Space Week

A typical day for a Beaumont student consists of seven lessons, each
one seemingly very different from the last. An average pupil could
expect to move from Maths to Spanish, Religious Education to
Science, English to PE during the course of their day. Year 8 cross
curricular week aimed to cultivate an air of communication and
integration between the subjects and students were encouraged to
see the links uniting all the different subjects they learn. The theme
for the week was 0 SithaNatoral Space and
Engineering week and many subjects dedicated lessons throughout
the week to this topic.

In Science students created an alien life form, while in Maths pupils looked at Standard Form through
calculations for distance to the sun and number work involving gravitational force. Over in Languages groups
learnt space related vocabulary and devised a radio conversation between someone in space and ground
control while the fast track French group read Tin Tin goes to the Moon. The battle between the church and
Galileo about whether the sun was at the centre of the universe was the focus of RE lessons as students wrote
persuasive speeches on the different views. English lessons were spent devising an imaginary planet and
creating advertising material to promote it. Up in the Drama studio students created aliens using body
language techniques and voices and then held an Alien Peace conference where the planets are at war and
the alien leaders must come together to communicate with each other and live peacefully side by side. Year 8
musicians explored the Planets Suteby Hol st particularly the way the
associations.
