The Photography Department                                            
 

 
Are you enthusiastic about taking 
photographs?  Do you like going to see all the 
latest films at the cinema?  Do you have 
creative and original visual ideas?  Have you considered 
Photography AS level? 
 

Photography has been an A level course at Beaumont for eight years 
and is a popular option.  Students don‟t need to have taken an Art GCSE 
but those that take the subject will be visually creative and imaginative 
and will be keen to develop their skills of self expression.   

 

The course develops your practical and technical skills in the use of the camera as well as your skills in 
developing and printing.  Students are taught how to take black and white film, develop negatives and print 
images in the darkroom.  As well as this students can use digital photography and manipulate this using 
Photoshop. 

Students can also use moving imagery (eg video) and „camera-less‟ (experimental) photography.  You aim to 
produce a body of your own visual work (a portfolio) which is supported by some written work. Some students 
also take Art A level.  Other students may be taking quite different A levels like a science. Emphasis is on you 
developing an independent and original approach to study and practice. 

FUTURE PATHWAYS 

This subject develops complex analytical skills as well as practical, visual skills that are essential in many 
creative and cultural studies at a higher level.  After 6

th
 form students have gone on to higher education to study 

Photography, Art, Fashion, Photojournalism, Film Studies, Video Production, American Studies, Animation and 
many more related courses. 

TRIPS AND VISITS  

You will visit art and photographic exhibitions with the school.  This year, Year 12 went on a „Photo Shoot‟ to 
London‟s South Bank district.  The department has previously organised a trip to New York and we hope this will 
be repeated in 2011.

Best 
of all you have freedom to create your photographs in your own style allowing you to create a personal and 
interesting portfolio. Your images are supplemented with planning, annotations, evaluation, and contextual 
studies allowing you to increase your knowledge on photography.  
 
I would recommend this subject to anyone who is practical minded and enjoys learning interesting skills. It will 
allow you to develop ideas making you more innovative and achieve a wide range of photographic skills. 
However it does need a lot of work and effort to get a high level of work so being self motivated and a 
passionate person is important as well.

St Peter’s Concert, 10 February 2010 
 
There have been Wednesday lunchtime concerts at St Peter‟s Church for several years now.  Thanks to the hard 
work and commitment of the concert organiser, Tony Edwards, in recent years there has been a marked 
improvement in both the quality of the concerts and the numbers attending.  If you speak to regular audience 
members, they will tell you that the usual weekly audience numbers around 50 to 60 people... 
 

There were 125 people at the Beaumont School Vocal Ensemble recital on Wednesday 10 February.  Many of 
those to whom I spoke after the concert had made a special effort to attend, as they recognise the quality and 
variety of the Vocal Ensemble‟s programmes.  The programme for this concert was certainly no exception. 
The opening gusto and sheer volume of Parry‟s I was Glad was the highlight for many in the audience.  They 
seemed surprised that a small school ensemble could make so much noise and compete with the St Peter‟s 
organ.  The virtuoso passages of Paul Morillon‟s Praeludium and Allegro were warmly applauded, as was the 
sensitive phrasing of Libby Blassberg‟s Pergolesi Aria.  There were also several post-concert comments by the 
audience about the delightful setting of Tantum Ergo by Gabriel Fauré, performed by the Year 10 girls.  Two 
Classical period gems followed – the slow movement from Haydn‟s Trumpet Concerto, played by Ross Bogle, 
and the wistful trio from Mozart‟s Cosi fan Tutte, performed movingly by Emily Almond, Emma Doherty and Wil 
Pate. 
 

Fiona Wells‟ rousing Scarlatti aria preceded Duruflé‟s Ubi caritas, with subtle close harmonies that are 
challenging to any choir.  Emily Almond and Emma Doherty then provided two more Viennese delights: An Sylvia 
by Schubert, and the Rondo from Mozart‟s first horn concerto.  The final vocal solos were then sung by Wil Pate: 
a couple of songs from Gerald Finzi‟s Earth and Air and Rain cycle, performed with Wil‟s customary empathy and 
aplomb.  The concert ended with a stirring close-harmony rendition of Michael Bublé‟s Everything, which brought 
a number of the audience to their feet during the closing applause.

I would like to thank all those parents who returned the Parent Survey. We had 406 replies (33.8%), an 
improvement on the last survey held two years ago.  
 
The key points from the survey are: 
 

 80% of parents gave a very good overall performance score for the school and the school has reason 
to be happy with most of its activities. 

 Parents are most happy with the delivery of Music, PSHCE and Design Technology. 

 Parents are most happy with:  
o Choice of subjects,  
o School communication and  
o Exam results. 

 
Since the last survey parents have indicated a positive improvement in nearly all areas of the school, in 
particular: Music, Religious Studies, Social Health Education, control of bullying, Careers Advice, developing 
potential and school communication. 
 
In the analysis of replies for rating lessons good and very good against poor and very poor, the „Quality of 
Teaching‟ was rated outstanding, with which we are delighted.   
 
The top five priorities outlined by parents within the report that they would like to see improved are:  

 developing potential,  

 school discipline,  

 teaching quality,  

 school facilities and  

 levels of homework.  
 
Other areas where there were a number of unhappy responses were  

 explaining to parents how to help their child,  

 encouraging and listening to parent views, and  

 encouraging local community activity. 
 
In response to the question “what improvements would you like to see in electronic communication?” the three 
highest requests were: 
 

 use of text messaging for emergencies/school closures – this is now in place and was used with the 
recent school closures, 

 greater ease of contacting staff through email, and   

 access to pupil results/assessment/attendance – some of this data is available to Sixth form parents 
and is currently being developed at Key Stage 3 and Key Stage 4.  

 
Some of the action points from the report are: 
 

 Monitor the levels of homework given to all students, 

 Continue to pursue the improved facilities for the school through the New Access plans, 

 Create more communication through emails, 

 Continue to focus on the teaching and learning across all subjects to help develop potential, 

 Develop the behaviour diamond to ensure school discipline is maintained at a good level,  

 Explain to parents how to help their child, 

 Encourage and listen to parent views, and 

 Encourage local community activity. 
 
The report will be discussed further and actions considered at the forthcoming Community Governors‟ meeting, 
BSA meeting and within school at Head of Department and Head of Year level.

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News from the Governors 
The Community Committee 
 

 

The Community Committee met on 19 January 2010. At each meeting we focus our discussions on two or 
three areas of interest, which on this occasion were Staff Wellbeing and Counselling. Beaumont has recently 
taken part in its fourth Wellbeing survey.  Wellbeing group meetings had identified some key points which 
were due for further discussion at a meeting of the whole staff on 1 February. Governors take an active 
interest in staff wellbeing and attend wellbeing meetings at school as observers as well as receiving regular 
reports from the school‟s Senior Leadership Team.  
 
Our second area for discussion concerned the current and future provision of in-school counselling available 
to students at Beaumont. We received feedback and an evaluation of counselling provided in school via Safe 
Space: this was originally a pilot which, due to its success, has been continued. Students accessing 
counselling have come mainly from Years 9 to 13 and counselling has been given to help with a variety of 
issues. Students can refer themselves to Safe Space or be referred by parents or members of the pastoral 
team. 
 
At our next meeting we will be looking at three areas: cyber bullying, the Parent Survey and Special 
Educational Needs.

Year 10 Work Experience 14-18 June 2010 
 

All Year 10 students should by now have sorted out their work experience placement for 
CED week in June. If you are still waiting for a private placement form to be returned by your 
child‟s prospective „employer‟ please do chase it up and return the completed form to school 
as soon as possible. There are only a couple of weeks left for us to submit these forms to 
the Careers Service for them to check the placements out. After that the Careers Service 
may charge an additional late fee of up to £46.50 (which we would have to pass on to you) 
but may also be unable to accept the form at all if they cannot get the checks done in time,  
and your private placement may not therefore be possible. 
 

If your child is wanting a placement from the WebView website then they must go online and 
submit their choices without delay. If they have lost their log-in details they can get them 
again from Mrs Darnell in the Front Office. 
 

Most parents and students will be aware that there are several GCSE exams scheduled for the week of 
Work Experience. This is unfortunate but we have no control over the dates of exams as these are set by 
the Examination Boards. We will shortly be writing to all employers when we confirm the names of students 
who will be spending the week with them, and will at that point advise them that their student(s) may be 
absent for one or more periods during the week due to these exams. It will be your child‟s responsibility to let 
their employer know when they will be unable to attend work experience due to exams. They will be 
expected to attend their work experience for the remainder of the day(s) outside the time when they are in 
school doing the exam(s), provided this is feasible from a travel point of view and the employer is happy with 
this.
