At the start of the term we were set a task by Mrs Foster to design a waistcoat for Topshop or Topman. The
wai stcoat had to be either punk o0 &andtheé firgh homgworlowab a rdseasch
homework, to make a mood board on the hippy era.

Researching a designer was the next stage in our research into the hippy style. We researched different
designers, with Vicky doing Biba, a hippy boutique in London started by a Swiss woman who made cheap but
individual clothes for everyone, and Alice doing Mary Quant, who brought in the idea of mini-skirts and dresses,
which were thought of as rather rebellious at the time.

Product Analysis came next, though that was in lesson time. We looked at waistcoats made by previous Year 8s,
and a few that had been bought from shops. We could then have a look at the techniques that they had used, and
how we could use other people& designs to improve our own. The main technique used for the hippy waistcoats
was tie dye, including button, scrunch, pleat and sunshine tie dyes.

Then we did our Initial Designs, which were just little boxes on a page that we then put different shapes in and
repeated them and coloured them in. We mainly used hearts, flowers, peace signs and sunshines. Next we made
our Final Design, which is the design that we are now following as we make our waistcoats. We labelled our design
and enlarged the techniques we are using.

Last week we started to paint our fabric. One of us painted yellow on for the background, and also did some
stencils of hearts, and the other one stitched on different fabrics to cover the calico. This week we got on with the
different things that were going to go on our waistcoats, doing things like molar work, appliqué, batik and more
fabric painting!
