| am a student in my first year of sixth form studying art and design.

Our first topic of the year was on environments. We had to do a variety of observational drawings using shading
pencils and mixed media such as ink, pastels and charcoal. After this section we needed to research artists that
link in with drawing. We then moved on to printmaking, allowing me to develop my skills that | already have with
printmaking and enabling me to try new techniques within printmaking such as collographs. | then looked at colour
theory and painting, experimenting with different paint, allowing me to see and document the variety of painting
techniques you could use with gouache, watercolour, acrylic and oil paints. We also explored the work of
Giacometti and looked at paper manipulation.

All the work we do in art is documented in our portfolio sketchbooks that have to be annotated, along with research
on artists linking in with different areas we are exploring. During the time | have been on the course we have done
a lot of large scale Al drawing of still life and canvas paintings with oil and acrylic which has allowed me to
experiment with different scales. At the end of the topic of the environment we had to do a final piece giving us an
opportunity to explore and develop different ideas and interpretations on the topic. The great thing about the course
is you are free to do what you want artistically, w
graphics, installations, 3D, 2D or anything that expresses your artistic flair within art and design and gives enough
depth to your pieces. This means that it is a wide ranging art and design subject and should appeal to anyone who
is creative, motivated and enjoys developing artistic and analytical skills.

The art department and teachers are there to help you develop your skills and ideas; they are easy to talk to and
want you to do well and progress as an individual in art. The department and art and design course have a
practical and friendly environment to them; the course does however require a lot of work so determination and self
motivation are also crucial for the course.
