










Governing Body

The Governing Body comprises 20 Governors including the

Headteacher, responsible for the strategic direction of the school.

They work closely with the Headteacher and the school's

Leadership Team through three committees - Curriculum, Teaching

and Learning, Community and Resources.

In addition to the Headteacher, seven are elected by parents as

Parent Governors; five Community Governors help broaden the

Governing Body’s specialisms & skills; four LEA Governors are

nominated by Hertfordshire County Council and the staff elect three

Staff Governors. Two student-elected sixth form observers attend

governing body meetings which enables Governors to hear directly

the views of students.

They meet regularly to plan the future and monitor exams

performance and the school’s use of public resources. Visiting

school regularly helps them when reviewing policies, examining the

Plan for School Improvement, and in exploring ways of further

improving the school. Their aim is to help develop the safe, fulfilling

and enjoyable learning environment in which all students achieve

their full potential at Beaumont School.

Safety & The School Travel Plan

We are concerned to provide, to the best of our ability, for the safety

of our students at all times both in school and on their way to and from

school. We are currently working with Hertfordshire Highways Safer

Routes to School to continually monitor our Travel Plan and provide

improvements both in school and the surrounding area. You may be

aware that we been successful in campaigning to have a new, safer

access to our school via Hatfield Road and consequently, to totally

separate vehicles from students on site.

The school is committed to ensuring that everyone travelling to and

from the school can do so as safely as possible. We encourage those

travelling to the site to use environmentally friendly modes of

transport and to be aware of the needs of those living in the

immediate vicinity of the school. We took part in the ‘Bike It’ project

and are pleased that gradually more and more students are not

arriving by car but are walking or cycling.

We believe this contributes to the health, safety and developing

independence of students and good relationships with our

neighbours.

Charging Policy

The governors have a policy on the use of school funds to subsidise

the costs of certain trips and activities for families in need of additional

support; a copy is available on request.

The Governing Body has determined that:

i) activities arranged outside the school day (“optional extras”)

will be charged for at full cost;

ii) instrumental music tuition in school hours will be charged for;

iii) parents will be asked for voluntary contributions for

ingredients and materials for products in Technology etc, and

for visits and trips during the school day

Ten Most Frequently Asked

Questions about Beaumont

1. How many subjects are taken at GCSE? This varies from student

to student according to their individual needs and choices but the

great majority take 10 or 11 subjects in the summer of Year 11.

2. Which subjects are set by ability and when? Setting by ability

occurs in Mathematics on entry to Year 7 and in French and

German later on in the same year. Setting continues in these

subjects throughout the school, and also in a second language in

Year 8. About one third of each year group will be in “Fast Track”

groups leading to early entry for GCSE French or German. This

also applies for approximately sixty students who take GCSE

Maths at the end of Year 9. Some subjects operate flexible

groupings in Years 10 and 11.

3. How many students are there in each class? The form group is

likely to have 30. However, there are smaller teaching groups for

PE and Technology in Year 7. The setted subjects also have some

flexibility in group size, according to the ability profile of the year

group. The form group size is not the same as the teacher:

student ratio; many classes have a teaching assistant in addition

to the designated teacher.

4. Does the school specialise in any particular subject? The school

was designated as a Language College since September 2003

followed by Maths and Computing in 2008. Students can expect

to follow a broad curriculum, but with particular opportunities in

relation to the learning of Foreign Languages, Maths and ICT. We

believe that our curriculum will enhance our students' lives as

citizens, employees and consumers.

5. What other developments are planned for the future? We have

been successful in pursuing planning permission for a new safer

access route to school which will also provide major new facilities.

The Headteacher and Governors are happy with the general

ethos of the school, and our efforts are directed towards

continuous improvement of teaching and learning, especially

through the recruitment and development of high quality staff.

Partnership with parents remains a high priority and the Student

Voice will continue to develop.

6. Does the school obtain good examination results? At ‘A’ level, the

average points score has remained very high with a large number

of students gaining places in the most highly ranked Universities

every year. At GCSE, the average points score per candidate has

been one of the highest in the county and is especially impressive

when compared with other similar schools.

7 What did the Ofsted inspectors say about the school?

“Beaumont school is a good school. A number of aspects of its

work are outstanding. The capacity for further improvement is

good and the great majority of parents speak highly of the school.

8 Does the school have a policy on bullying?

It is true to say that bullying incidents have never posed major

problems for Beaumont; nevertheless the school is not

complacent and governors, parents and the Student Voice

regularly review the policy and anti-bullying strategies. All cases

are dealt with individually, usually with the knowledge and

involvement of parents. All students know that there are several

members of staff that they can approach with any such issue.

9. Is there a strong parent-teacher association?

The Beaumont School Association is both active and successful.

They frequently raise over £8000 each year through a programme

of events of social and educational interest. They will be seeking

to enlist the help of new Beaumont parents to ensure that the

association stays in good health in the future.

10.What are my chances of getting a place? This question is probably

best answered on an individual basis, and the best time to do this

is on the tour of the school during a normal working day. It is

helpful to remember that

a) siblings of current students are effectively guaranteed a place

providing Beaumont is chosen as one of the preferred schools;

b) Beaumont is an LEA maintained school and the county admission

criteria apply which depend mainly on where you live;

c) Beaumont has been over-subscribed for many years and is likely

to be so again.
