INTERNATIONAL DAY 
 

Our next Curriculum Enrichment Day is a themed day for Years 7-11 where during the day 
all pupils will be looking at topics that have/can affect the world. Pupils will enhance their 
learning and be looking to develop their ability to be creative thinkers, reflective learners, 
independent enquirers, teamworkers, effective participators and self managers. The skills 
developed during these activities are transferable across the whole curriculum and will 
therefore benefit all students. 
 

Year 7 will be spending the day researching their House names and looking at how they 
have had an influence on the world. 
 

Year 8 will be spending the day looking into Fair Trade. 
 

Year 9 will be having a ‘multi-cultural’ day. 
 

Year 10 looking through science and technology at Carbon Footprint. 
 

Year 11 examining what the international language of communication is. 
**** Some Year 11 students will be re-sitting a GCSE Science exam starting at 8.30am. 
Those students taking the exam should be at school ready to begin the exam on time. 
Those students who are not sitting the exam should be in school at 9-25am ready to 
register.  
 

This year Beaumont has set up a link with a school in Africa - Ntshilini Senior Secondary 
School. Our aim is to forge greater links with this school, to share experiences of learning, 
resources, and in the long term have staff and pupils visit. The CED day on the 20th Jan is 
designed to raise awareness amongst the pupils of this school as well as some of the global 
issues around the world today. To help raise funds for this school the CED day on Jan 20th 
will be a ‘wear your own clothes day’ where all pupils are asked to pay a £1.  
 

Many of the activities organised for the day involve outside speakers and companies, extra 
resources and transport costs to cover. We are therefore asking for a voluntary contribution 
from Years 8, 9 and 10 of £ 2.
