As part of the AS/A2 German course, I would like to offer your daughter/son the opportunity to 
attend a day’s conference dealing with various topics from the syllabus. 
 
The conference is to be held in London, Thursday 18th March 2010 from 11.00am to 3.15 
pm. Travel will be by train and on this occasion the students will travel together, but 
unaccompanied by a member of staff.

It is entirely up to you 
whether you wish to contribute.  However, if all parents are not prepared to make this 
contribution then the visit may not be able to take place for any of the students.
