As we come to the end of a long term I hope that everyone in school feels they have made excellent 
progress since the start of the academic year.  There has been much to celebrate and very high 
standards have been reached both in lessons and beyond.  I hope too that new students in Years 7 and 
12 in particular feel they have now settled happily and made good friends. 

Over the past term we have been considering how we can adapt our curriculum structure ready for 
September 2008 to include everything we believe is essential for students at Beaumont.  We have 
modelled various possibilities to see how these changes would work at Beaumont.  The proposal 
currently ‘on the table’ is to move to a 33 period week which would enable us to deliver IT & 
PSHE/Citizenship every week in KS3 & KS4, increase PE to the recommended time per week and allow 
for more Maths and Science in KS4.  It would mean that the school day would start at 8.30am and finish 
at 3.25pm with an earlier finish on Wednesdays and Fridays.  Currently staff, students, unions and 
Governors are considering the implications.  Parents should have received a letter from the Governors 
about this and a meeting, as required by government legislation, will be held on Wednesday, 
9 January 2008, 7.00pm in the Library.  I would remind everyone that this is not yet fixed and that there 
may well be changes to the school proposal. 

As I write this, the first Carol Concert at the Abbey has just taken place; it was absolutely outstanding.  
Last week we had more outstanding success with the Year 8 Girls’ Cross Country results - many 
congratulations to all the team.  Please see more detail on both these events in the next issue of 
Beaumont Life. 

A huge thank you also to all the parents and staff who helped raise nearly £5000 at the school 
Christmas Fair: what an excellent result!  The money will be put to very good use in school. 

I wish you all a Happy and Blessed Christmas holiday; may it be one in which we all have time to spend 
with family and friends.
