News from the PE Department – Beaumont Cross Country Round Up 
 
Beaumont Girls reach the National Final for the first time in the school’s history! 
 

This season has been extremely successful and many thanks should go to Miss Cleverly, Mr Malcolm, Mrs 
Powdrell, Selina Wolke and Steven Ng (both Year 12) for their help throughout the season. 
 
This year a number of Year 7 pupils have competed for the Year 8 team. Jamie Wallis was a member of the 
Junior Boys team that finished 5th as a team over the District Cross Country season and he also competed at the 
Regional Round of the National Cross Country Championships. Mackenzie Rigby and Suzannah Wheatcroft also 
competed as part of the Junior Girls District Cross Country team that finished first overall in the District League. 
     
The Year 9 and 10 squads had a number of creditable individual performances this season. For the Girls, in the 
District League Abbie Smith finished 2nd over the 4 races (winning a runners up medal) and 5th at the District 
Championships with Jess Montgomery 6th and Lauren Rigby 13th. In the National Championships County Round 
the team finished 4th out of 12 schools, a very good performance in a tough competition over a long windy wet and 
muddy course. The Year  9 and 10 Boys squad finished second in the league, with Joel Trounce finishing 4th 
overall and Richard Devereux 7th. Max Neads, Joe Greaves, Ollie Sharpe, Robbie Dumbrell, Richard Devereux, 
Joel Trounce and Neil Jardine all received runners up medals. At the District Championships Max Neads finished 
9th, Joel Trounce 11th and Joe Greaves 14th. At the County Round of the National Championships the Boys found 
the course challenging and finished 9th. 
     
The Year 8 Cross Country teams have had Individual and Team success at all levels. The Junior Boys competed 
steadily in the District League, finishing 5th out of 10 teams, and scoring in every race. Chris Hilton and Jack Smith 
consistently finished in the top 10.  Individually Chris Hilton finished second equal in the league and second at the 
District Championships, receiving a runners up medal for both. At the County Round of the National finals, which 
is a big step up in competition, the Boys team finished in 8th place with Chris Hilton again finishing in the top 10.  
     
The Junior Girls squad have become our most successful team ever. Their season showed promise when they 
won all four races over the District Season and so won the league by over 80 points. The squad of Karis Mimms, 
Harriet Clifford, Izzy Thompson, Steph Lam, Alice Lazarus and Rowan Seglah all received winners medals. Karis 
also received 2 winners’ medals for her first place at the District League and District Championships at 
Westminster Lodge. The team went on to compete 
in the National Championships winning the County 
Round at Sheredes School and then the Regional 
Round in Basildon. Karis took 3rd place, closely 
followed by Harriet Clifford 4th and Izzy Thompson 
7th. Steph Lam came home in 18th and Rowan 
Seglah  48th. For the first time in the school’s history 
we had reached a National Final. This was held at 
Westminster Lodge on Saturday 1st December. The 
team performed brilliantly with Karis finishing 2nd, 
Harriet 18th, Izzy 21st and Steph 87th with 139 
runners competing. Overall the team finished 3rd out 
of 24 teams from all over England.
