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I am delighted to report that our first cohort of International Baccalaureate Year 13 students ógraduatedô successfully last week, 

having sat their examinations in May.  All 17 students passed the full IB Diploma and most now have firm places at university.  
I want to congratulate all the students on their hard work and success and thank their staff and parents for all their invaluable 
support.  It is now four years since we started the application to become an authorised IB school as we had to receive 
accreditation from the IB Organisation before we could begin to deliver it.  May I record my personal thanks to Miss McCrorie 
who has been instrumental in leading the successful development of IB across BeauSandVer.  We have 57 students across 
BeauSandVer signed up for the IB for September 2009 and we are looking forward to seeing numbers increase as the course 
becomes more accepted locally over the next two years. 
 

This year we say goodbye to four long serving staff as they retire from teaching:  Mr E Jones(Chemistry) joined Beaumont in 

1972 and has taught parents and grandparents of current students;  he has managed the BeauSandVer Consortium since its 
inception and has led it to national recognition; he will continue part time as Premises Manager.

Mrs Shenton (who also used to lead History department at Beaumont many years ago) retires from her part time Latin 
post and Mrs Phillips retires from SEN and, formerly, geography.  Miss Mansell (Geography) leaves for promotion, Mr Trahan 
(Physics) returns to the USA and Mr Harris (TA) moves to university.  Other staff leavers have been with us shorter time but 
nonetheless have played an invaluable part.  They are:  Mrs Lewis, Ms McCourt, Miss Vine, Miss Brown, Mr Stacey, and Miss 
Kistnen.  In addition, Mrs Lundie Hill leaves us for one year for a secondment.  Our very best wishes and thanks go to all of 
you.

VISIT FROM A REAL LIFE DESIGNER! 
 
On Thursday 23

rd
 April, Ms. Andrea Kadlott spent the day in the Design 

Technology Department. Ms. Kadlott came to us through the óOpen 
Schools Programmeô, offered by the TDA (the Training and Development 
Agency for Schools).  
 
Ms Kadlott currently works for a design agency that produces promotional 
materials for many high profile clients. She brought with her some 
examples of point of sale display work she had produced for companies 
such as LôOreal, Virgin, Harrods, Armani, Marks and Spencer and Kenneth 
Turner. She was able to share these examples of design work and her 
knowledge of computer aided design and manufacture with students 
preparing materials for the ZSL project. She was able to explain to staff 
how closely the teaching of design and manufacture at Beaumont reflects 
industrial practice.

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MORE GCSE COURSEWORK 
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Today we saw puppeteer, Cath 
Connelly, who works at the 
Central School of Art and Drama 
and the Little Angels Theatre in 
London show us her amazing 
puppets. 
 
GLOVE PUPPETS 
The most popular puppet show in 
England is óPunch and Judyô, 
maybe because Punch is our 
national puppet. óPunchenelloô 
was first mentioned in Samuel 
Pepysô diary in 1776, when he 
went to Punchenelloôs birthday 
party. Cathôs particular óPunchô 
was made in the 1950s, making it 
nearly 60 years old! Also, the 
glove puppetsô large, bold 
features make them more 
noticeable. 
 
ROD PUPPETS 
Cath had 3 rod puppets- a boy, a 
girl and a dog. They are one of 
the hardest to operate second 
only to the óMarionettesô. The 
rods move the arms. My favourite 
was the dog on one single rod. I 
especially liked the fringe and the 
tail which was in fact a coiled 
spring! 
 
OTHERS 
Other puppets shown consisted 
of shadow puppets (amazing and 
some even in colour!) 
Marionettes (string puppets very 
hard to operate but very cool 
when operated correctly) and 30 
year old óBunkeyô who moves 
using your hand. 
 
It was 
really good that the pupils were 
allowed to play with the puppets.

Ms Claire Robinson, from ZSL London Zoo, generously gave up her valuable time in May to  
come to Beaumont School, to help launch a óreal lifeô design project with the Year 9 in Design 
Technology.  
 
The focus for the project was the Clore Rainforest óLookoutô area which was launched at London 
Zoo in May 2007. Year 9 pupils were asked to imagine they were real directors, secretaries, 
product specialists and designers in preparing for the launch of a range of items to help generate 
profit and interest in the zoo.
